They also produce more light per watt
than requalr incandescent bulbs. Flexible, dimmable
side-emitting LED's will be featured in this fixture
as the main light source. LED's do not change their
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color tint when the current passing through them is
lowered for dimming applications. They will allow
Sfor both directional and ambient light when in use.
